INSIDE PROGRAMS/SPORTS 

• Spectators will be required to wear a mask at all times while inside the YMCA. 

• Spectators are expected to socially distance themselves. Bleachers are marked for 

spectators to social distance. Lawn chairs may also be brought to use for seating. 

• Spectators are expected to sit with their families during games. 

• Spectators are expected to vacate the YMCA at the conclusion of the game/contest.  

• Wash your hands frequently and avoid touching your face. 

• Failure to follow guidelines may result in removal from the event. 

• Children must sit with the adult(s) that brought them. 

• For the safety of participants coaches, officials and other personnel will wear a face 

covering when social distancing cannot be maintained. 

 

OUTSIDE PROGRAMS/SPORTS 

• Spectators are expected to socially distance themselves from other fans.  

• Spectators are expected to sit with their families during games. 

• Spectators are expected to vacate the premises in a timely manner at the conclusion of 

the game/contest to prevent congregating.  

• Wash your hands frequently and avoid touching your face. 

• Failure to follow guidelines may result in removal from the event. 

• Children must sit with the adult(s) that brought them. 

• For the safety of participants coaches, officials and other personnel will wear a face 

covering when social distancing cannot be maintained. 

 

PLEASE DO NOT ATTEND EVENT IF: 

1. You have had symptoms of COVID-19, including elevated temperature (100.4 degrees Fahrenheit and 

above), coughing, shortness of breath, sneezing.  

2. You have been exposed to someone with COVID-19.  

3. You have higher risk for severe illness (i.e. preexisting health conditions).
